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The central circle represents the Divine Consciousness
The four petals represent the four powers of the Mother.
The Twelve outer petals represent the twelve powers

of the Mother manifested for Her work: the first eight
concern the attitude towards the Divine, and the

last four towards humanity.?

2 Of the twelve powers (also called “Qualities”, “ Attributes”, “Virtues”) of the Mother, the first eight
are Sincerity, Humility, Gratitude, Perseverance, Aspiration, Receptivity, Progress, Courage; the last
four are Goodness, Generosity, Equality and Peace.
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
